1. Call to Order- Vice -Chairman Dawidowicz called the meeting to order at 5:08 p.m.
2. Approval of Minutes:  Regular Meeting of June 2014 – Peter D’Addario made a motion to accept the June 2014 minutes as written, seconded by Martin Podskoch.  Vote: Yes-3; No-0; Absent-1 (John Greeno)  Motion passed.
3. Solarize CT Presentation – Kate Donnelly from Smart Power – Kate Donnelly provided an overview of Solarize CT with an explanation of the 3 versions offered.  She described difference between the 3 versions offered and the process for each as well as the publicity and marketing strategies used to promote the campaigns.
4. Spring/Fall CEC Campaigns Roll Out- the members discussed the possibility of doing a joint campaign as well as ways of promoting such as press releases and banners in town.  
Haddam Neck Fair- Chairman Greeno submitted the application for reserving a booth at the fair.
Schools – Javette Allen showed interest in previous meetings about reaching out to the PTO as well as Marty Podskoch. Chairman Greeno stated that he would follow up with Javette.  The members discussed drafting letters for parents of the students and they discussed reaching out to Superintendent Diane Dugas.  The members came up with a tentative date of September 10th to do a presentation for the Rotary, the date has not been confirmed as of yet.

Residential/Commercial- The members discussed residential/commercial when discussing campaign roll out in agenda item #4 and in item#7 during Green Skies presentation.
Contractor Selection – The contractors have been selected.

Solar Initiative- Chairman Greeno suggested having a special meeting for CT Solar to present to the board.  The members agreed to have the special meeting on July 15 at 4 p.m.  They also agreed to start the RFP process for both Solarize CT and CT Solar.  They will decide which campaign to move forward with after the presentation by CT Solar on July 15th.  They discussed forming a sub-committee but agreed to get the contract first.
5. Municipal Building Assessments – Benchmarking – Vice –Chairman Dawidowicz stated that they are doing a walk thru of all the schools this Thursday.  
Building wish list, complete document, outstanding fuel bills – The members agreed to get the rest of the fuel bills in by August or September so they can present the municipal benchmarking to the Town Council.

6. High School Update- There was no update to report.  Vice-Chairman Dawidowicz stated that he would try to get an update on the mechanicals.
7. New Business – James DeSantos from Green Skies presented to the members of the board.  He explained Green Skies as being a solar development company for commercial buildings and went on to explain how they are financed.  A brief discussion followed about solar on municipal buildings in town.
8. Adjournment – Martin Podskoch made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Vice-Chairman Dawidowicz.  Motion passed in favor.
