1.  Call to Order:  Vice Chair Petell called this regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Seating of Alternates – Mr. Mercieri was seated.
3.  Approval of Minutes 
A.  Minutes of August 9, 2012
Vice Chair Petell made a motion to approve the minutes as written of the August 19, 2012  meeting; seconded by Mr. Mercieri; Vote:  Yes:6; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed. 
4.  Communications and Liaison Reports 
Vice President Petell reported on the development opposite Tartia; went to IWWA asking for an extension since he did not notify abutters.  He also reported on the progress at the Belltown Auto project; Mr. Flannery is asking for an extension of his five-year permit since he needs to move soil for tire center and he discovered that oil had been drained into the septic in the past and he must clean it up.  
5.  Public Remarks 
Patience Anderson, Board of Finance, was present to discuss fiscal 12 and 13 budgets.  She mentioned the Commission should encumber their projects as soon as possible.  
6.  Plan Review 

a.  25 Emerson Road – Porch Addition 
Daniel Wetmore presented plans for this 256 square foot three season porch addition at 25 Emerson Road. This structure will be on piers, approximately 6” off the ground.  The existing house has a crawlspace and the Commission shared ideas regarding runoff (stone, rain barrels, plantings) which are slated to begin in spring.  This application has gone through all other necessary board approvals.  
7.  Old Business

A.  Sub-Committee Report on Education (Carbonell, Mercieri, Curtis, Selavka, Petell)
The subcommittee did not have a meeting.  Vice Chair Petell reported on the mascot item from last month.  The duck (“Officer Bill”) was the winner.  Some stated interest in Princess Pocotopaug.  Vice Chair Petell will speak with the school principal. After discussion, the Commission decided to go with two mascots.  Shirts will be given out.  

Vice Chair Petell mentioned he worked with Finance Director Jylkka on the purchase order for the signs.  The Commission needs to develop templates (three signs plus little ones); signs must meet Park and Rec’s approval and State criteria.  The sign at the Cranberry Bog will be replaced (the State has to change the map first).  There is to be pictures and history of the Bog.  At the Rails to Trails overlook in the Center there may be a panoramic view from the overlook, with notations of the surrounding history.  It was noted that there is still come cleaning to be done under the bridge. \

Vice Chair Petell and Mr. Mercieri will work together to present the report in layman’s terms.   
8.  New Business 

A. Overview of Water Quality Sampling with Dr. Ken Wagner 
Ms. Selavka reported there was no sampling done.  She stated that the sampling equipment seems to be in disrepair.  The Commission discussed previous testing, oxygenation, and that Public Works Director Hayden will find out if the under drains at Seven Hills are tied in up above.
