a. July 10, 2014

A motion to approve the Minutes of the 7-10-14 Regular Meeting as presented was made by Vice Chair Allen Petell, seconded by Joe Carbonell, Vote: Yes: 4, No: 0; Abstain 0, motion passed.  
4. Communications and Liaison Reports

Public Works Director reported that Park and Rec was tasked to install something to measure the level of the Lake.  Public Works now has the task and has been doing work on the rain garden and has been working on obtaining a sign for the Lake level.

6. Plan Review
a. 115 Mott Hill Road – 2 Lot Subdivision

Charles Dutch was present on behalf of the owner (Rittman).  Maps had been circulated.  About one third of the property being developed is wetlands, delineated by a soil scientist.  The driveway is gravel at present.  Concern was the driveway water coming to Mott Hill would add to the flow on Mott Hill.  After review of the map and discussions, Mr. Carbonell made a motion that the Commission would not be opposed to “approving” without comment, seconded by Mr. Petell, Vote: Yes: 4, No: 0, Abstain: 0, motion passed.

Chair Zawisza reported that Joe Mercieri resigned his seat on this Commission.  

a. Sub-Committee Report on Education
Mr. Petell reported that only about 30-40 people were seen at the booth at Old Home Day.  He stated he believed the map of the Lake with the 12’ and lower areas colored in (over half of the Lake).  

Mr. Carbonell stated that the Lake is at 1% toxicity (20% closes it down).  

Mr. Carbonell reported that a report is being created by Dr. George for the Town Council.  

Mr. Carbonell noted there is a pontoon boat, abandoned, broken down in Schoolhouse Bay (for the last two months).  

b. Advisory Panel Update 

Dr. George Knoeklein made his presentation.  He is also investigating a buoy indicating level.  
Mr. Carbonell noted there are State laws regarding phosphate application.  
8. New Business
Public Works Director Sissick gave an update on the Christopher Brook Culvert, Brewer Road, and paving projects.  
Chair Zawisza reported that Dr. George Knoeklein was asked to do a follow-on contract/additional work – some of the tasks performed will be: water testing/sampling, punch list for the STEAP grant, and Lake will be screened for toxins during the summer months.  He will also be looking at the invasive plant species, nitrates and ammonia, and will check the tributaries that leave the Lake for plankton.  
Mr. Carbonell made a motion to approve the proposed addendum for the monitoring of the Lake quality for 2014-15, in the amount of $9,782.00 (bulk is testing fees), seconded by Mr. Petell, Vote: Yes: 4, No: 0, Abstain: 0, motion passed.
