a. St Clements Marina Seawall 
This application is to dredge a boat basin, to be done 6/1 – 9/30.  Permits must be obtained from Army Corps, and DEEP; 230’ bulkhead, with concrete railings; 1100 cu.ft. of rip rap.

b. Foster/Jensen Sea Wall Repair

This application is to remove and replace rocks to repair 120’; replace base before restoration, 50’.  
It was suggested that applicant remove fill and stack off water and protect with silt fencing.   After discussion, Mr. Carbonell made a motion to approve the application, seconded by Ms. Curtis, 4/0/0.
