Communications and Liaison Reports

Public Works Director Sissick reported that marker signs have been ordered for the Lake.  He also reported that although STEAP grant money is being utilized elsewhere, he presented literature on some smaller units that may help the Lake.  They would catch sediment directly at the Lake.

Plan Review – 26 or 29 Lake Road – Seawall Repair

There was no person present to assist in this review.  There was confusion as to the actual location.  This does not appear to be a repair and the Commission is against the building of new seawalls in the Lake.  

A motion was made by Mr. Petell, seconded by Mr. Podskotch to deny this plan review since it is not a repair, vote: 6/0/0, motion carries.

New Business
Mr. Carbonell reported to the Commission, that during policy statement, “to provide permanent financial support to safeguard and ensure professional monitoring/testing of Lake Pocotopaug.  Continue to support efforts to protect, preserve and improve the condition of  Lake Pocotopaug and the Lake watershed.”
A motion was made by Mr. Carbonell to go back to the Town to request more funding for the Lake, seconded by Mr. Podskotch.  Mr. Carbonell will work up the numbers with assistance of the Town and Dr. George Knoeklein.  (no vote taken)
Discussion turned to the potential leaks in the sewer system and its effects on the Lake.  Raising interest in townspeople is important, budgeting for projects, studies and specialized catch basins.  
Mr. Carbonell reported that Dr. Knoeklein has said the O2 meter is working.   
Mr. Jenks suggested the boat ramp/launch area be improved (boulders, rocks, etc.).   He believes that if the Lake was more accessible, it would be more user friendly.  
Mr. Podskotch noted that the dam is closed and the water level is rising.  A call will be made to Mr. Bevin.  The Town Manager will also be advised that the Lake level is causing a lot of damage and costs to residents.  
Mr. Podskotch made a motion that the Council make every effort to obtain the Bevin Dam, seconded by Mr. Jenks, Vote: 6/0/0, motion carries.  
Public Remarks
A member of the public asked how long before it would be known how much and where sewage is being lost into the Lake.
Mr. Podskotch and Mr. Jenks will be visiting Joint Facilities next week.
A liaison report from the Board of Finance, reminded Commission they need to have budget figures done as soon as possible.
