Adoption of Agenda

Clean Energy Presentation
The presentation from the Clean Energy Task Force was postponed to a future meeting.
Public Remarks
Paul Rapo, 15 Middle Haddam Road, commented on an animal control issue on Middle Haddam Road.
Susan McFarland, Meeks Point Road, asked that the Town Council recommend a lake watershed project for the STEAP grant.
Bids & Contracts 
Board of Education – Education Association Contract
The Board of Education recently completed a Collective Bargaining Agreement with the Teachers Union.  The Council has the ability to vote in favor of the contract; not in favor, which would send the contract to arbitration; or take no action and the contract would then be ratified.  The Council reviewed a summary of changes to the contract and took no action on the contract.

Continued Business 
Approval of Revised Assistant Finance Director Job Description
At the last Council meeting, the job description was approved contingent upon review of the description with the Finance Director and Mr. Hintz.  To ensure that the town is meeting all of the requirements of the Charter, the revised description is presented to Council for approval.

A motion was made by Mr. Hintz, seconded by Mr. Reich, to approve the revised job description as presented for the Assistant Finance Director.  Voted (7-0)

STEAP Grant Considerations for 2016
Mrs. Moore reviewed information provided by Phil Sissick, Director of Public Works, regarding possible STEAP grant projects.  His recommendations included the O’Neill Lane property preparation, Sear Park boat ramp, Sear Park parking area near the boat ramp, drainage on Clark Hill and a project in the Brookhaven development.  Other projects submitted included extending the Village Center water to 20 East High Street, extending the Village Center water to the Barton Hill Fire House, additional lighting at the High School and a project involving the pavilion at Salmon River. The pavilion is not owned by the town so that is not a possible project. Council members provided their input and felt the O’Neill Lane project would be the best at this time.  
A motion was made by Mr. Visintainer, seconded by Mr. Pfaffenbach, to choose the project of the remediation of the O’Neill Lane property for the STEAP grant for this year in the amount of $500,000.  Voted (7-0)

New Business 

Road Acceptance – Salmon Run
A memo from Public Works Director Phil Sissick was reviewed regarding the acceptance of Salmon Run.  He recommended tabling the approval until such time as the ongoing issues there can be remediated on an on-going basis.

Town Manager Report 

Lake Drawdown
The lake drawdown has been completed and the dam was repaired.
Relocation of Bow & Arrow Sign at Route 66 & 196
The Department of Transportation will need to move the bow and arrow sign at the intersection of Route 66 and 196 so that it is in the new pocket park at that intersection.  Also final paving is scheduled for early November.

Interviews were held on October 26th.  Three finalists were chosen and 2nd interviews will be scheduled.

This position has been announced and is planned to close on November 16th.

Mr. Hintz reviewed Charter section 3.3 that states the Town Manager “shall appoint … a building official who shall also be zoning enforcement officer”.  The job descriptions for the two positions don’t go along with the charter.  He noted the job descriptions may need to be changed.
