Public Remarks

Ed Jackowitz, American Distilling, commented on the culvert replacement on Route 66 noting the full shutdown of the road for one week would be preferable rather than a prolonged project with several months of one-way alternating traffic. He noted that Ace, Subway and Food Bag agree with the one week shut down.
Peter Bellanger, General Equities, Food Bag, noted he is in favor of the one week complete road closure for the culvert replacement.
Shanti Lala, Subway, 36 East High Street, agreed that the one week shut down would be better for his business.
Bids & Contracts
Police Vehicle from State Contract
In the 2016/17 Capital budget funding was approved for the purchase of one police cruiser. It is recommended to purchase the cruiser in the amount of $25,671.63 from MHQ off of State Contract.  The purchase of graphics and light kits are also needed.
A motion was made by Mr. Reich, seconded by Mr. Brown, to authorize the purchase of a police intercept cruiser from MHQ from State Contract #12PSX0194 in the amount of $25,671.63 and to authorize the purchase of vehicle graphics and light kits in the amount of $14,057.37.  Voted (4-0)
Parks & Recreation Mower from State Contract

In the 2016/17 budget the Town approved $13,963.92 to purchase a Scag Turf Tiger riding mower and a three bag bagger base. 
A motion was made by Mr. Philhower, seconded by Mr. Brown, to award the bid for a Scag Turf Tiger and Three Bag Bagger Base to Cofiell’s Sport & Power Equipment from State Contract #13PSX0321 in the amount of $13,963.92.  Voted (4-0)

Presentation from State of CT DOT Regarding the 2018 Pocotopaug Brook/Route 66 Culvert Replacement

Andrew Cardinali from the State Department of Transportation and Tom Lopata from CME Engineers and other staff were in attendance to provide a presentation on the culvert replacement at Pocotopaug Creek and Route 66. The Powerpoint presentation will be included with the minutes filed in the Town Clerk’s Office.  The presentation provided details on the differences between a 7 day full road closure for the project as opposed to keeping the road partially open for a longer project duration.  It was noted that if the 7 day full closure is chosen there will still be periods of time where the road will be one-way alternating traffic for different portions of the project.  
A motion was made by Mr. Philhower, seconded by Mr. Brown, to approve a 7 day complete shutdown of Route 66 for the Pocotopaug Brook/Route 66 Culvert Replacement project in 2018.  Voted (4-0)

Town Manager Evaluation
This item was tabled to a special meeting on July 18, 2018.
Abbey Road Extension License Agreement
Mr. Maniscalco reported that after extensive review and work with the Town Attorney, staff have concluded the best way to allow the Morgano’s access to the Town easement for their fence is to develop a licensing agreement.  He has reviewed the draft agreement along with the Town Attorney and it has been forwarded to the Morgano’s for review.  The agreement does include a provision that in the event the Town needs the property for the development of a road in the future, it can ask the Morgano’s or whoever is the resident at the time to remove the fence.  If the Morgano’s agree with the draft agreement a copy will be provided at a future Council meeting.
Town Manager Report

Appointment to Economic Development Commission
Mr. Maniscalco appointed Kate Adams to the Economic Development Commission with a term through December 31, 2016.
Update on Gas Project
Work is currently being done at Center School to convert the boilers.  The tech control company has been in communication with the Town IT staff so that a control system can be put in place.
Update on Christopher Brook
The utilities have moved their wires from the construction area.  Construction will begin next week.  With the delay from the utility companies, the project is a couple weeks behind schedule.
Update on Dispatch

The transfer of dispatch went fairly seamlessly.  There is a learning curve with some of the new systems.
Update on Painting of Library/Senior Center
The stripping and replacement of shingles has gone on over the last week.  Priming started late last week and painting is expected to begin on the towers in the coming week.  
Mr. Reich asked about the issue with moisture in the upper windows.  Mr. Maniscalco will look into it.

Update on Library Board
The tentative date for the first meeting of the Library board will be Monday, August 1st at the Library at 6:00 p.m.
Update on 34 Namonee Trail

Title work was completed on the transfer of this property and the closing should occur soon.
Mr. Maniscalco also reported that the Zoning Official and Assessor are looking at the regulations for the Airbnb’s.

Mr. Reich asked about the status of the Town Garage after the fire earlier in the year.  Mr. Maniscalco reported that the cleaning company has been in and the wiring and roofing work is being done.  The garage doors will be replaced.  He will get a timeline for the project.
