Chairperson Anderson called the meeting to order at 6:15 p.m. in the Town Hall Meeting Room. 
Adoption of Agenda

A motion was made by Mr. Philhower, seconded by Ms. Engel, to adopt the agenda as presented.  Voted (6-0) 
Executive Session

Strategy & Negotiation Regarding Collective Bargaining
A motion was made by Ms. Engel, seconded by Mr. Reich, to enter Executive Session at 6:17 p.m. Voted (6-0)  Mr. Maniscalco, Attorney Nicholas Grello and Police Chief Sean Cox  were invited into Executive Session.

Possible Action on Executive Session Items 
A motion was made by Mr. Philhower, seconded by Mr. Reich, to accept the agreement between the Town of East Hampton and East Hampton Police Union, Local #2407, Council 4, AFSCME, AFL-CIO – July 1, 2016 through June 30, 2017 as presented.  Voted (6-0)

A motion was made by Mr. Brown, seconded by Mr. Philhower, to approve the minutes of the Town Council Regular Meeting of July 12, 2016 and the Town Council Special Meeting of July 18, 2016 as written.  Voted (6-0) 
Presentations

Evaluation of Performance Measures over the Last Three Years by Alex Balletto
Alex Balletto, Summer Intern in the Town Manager’s Office, provided a presentation on the performance measures of each Town department over the last three years.  Data is gathered each month from each department for use in the Annual Report.  Mr. Balletto analyzed the data and put it into graphs for each department.
Public Remarks

Marty Podskoch, 43 O’Neill Lane and member of the Clean Energy Task Force, provided an overview of the Solarize program that the Clean Energy Task Force would like to join in with Portland. 
Bids & Contracts
Approve Financing & Bid Award for Public Works Dump Truck
In the current Capital budget, a plow truck and pickup truck have been approved for the Public Works Department.  

A motion was made by Mr. Reich, seconded by Mr. Philhower, to adopt the resolution presented for financing the International plow truck.  Voted (6-0)  The resolution will be included with the minutes filed in the Town Clerk’s Office.
A motion was made by Mr. Philhower, seconded by Mr. Reich, to award the bid for the International plow truck from Hine Brothers, Inc. off of the Town of Easton bid in the amount of $172,349.  Voted (6-0)

Bid Award for Public Works Pickup Truck
A motion was made by Ms. Engel, seconded by Mr. Philhower, to purchase a Ford pickup truck from Crowley Ford off of State bid #10PSX0239 – Supplement #41 in the amount of $39,759.80. Voted (6-0)
Resolutions/Ordinances/Policies/Proclamations

Fair Housing Resolutions
Each year the Town readdresses its commitment to and support of the principles and practices of Fair Housing and Equal Opportunity. The town has been the recipient of two small cities grants in the past and the resolutions and policy statements are a requirement of these grants as well.

A motion was made by Ms. Engel, seconded by Mr. Reich, to approved the Fair Housing Resolution, Fair Housing Policy Statement, Title VI Equal Opportunity Statement and Affirmative Action Policy Statement.  Voted (6-0) 
Continued Business

Town Manager Evaluation

The Town Manager provided a response to the Town Council’s evaluation comments.  The Council members discussed the process of the Town Manager’s evaluation and where the process goes from here. Council members asked for clarification on comments regarding the Fire Marshal’s office reporting to the Fire Commission and not the Town Manager.  Council members also discussed submitting the Town Manager’s current contract with the three amendments along with a memo of proposed changes to the Town’s labor attorney for revision.
A motion was made by Mr. Piteo, seconded by Mrs. Anderson, to send the Town Manager’s contract and related items including the July 11th memo to the Town Labor Attorney for a draft proposal for the next meeting.  Voted (6-0)

Abbey Road Extension License Agreement

A draft license agreement was provided to the Morgano’s to allow them use of the town property adjacent to their property.  The agreement was drafted by the Town Attorney and was reviewed by their attorney. 
A motion was made by Mr. Piteo, seconded by Mr. Reich, to approve the license agreement with the Morgano’s for Abbey Road Extension.  Voted (6-0)
New Business

Memorandum of Agreement for Solarize Program
A copy of the Memorandum of Agreement for the Solarize Program was reviewed by the Council.  Mr. Maniscalco noted that the document has not been reviewed by the Town Attorney.  The agreement will be discussed further at the next meeting.
Town Manager Report

Reappointment to Conservation-Lake Commission
Mr. Maniscalco reappointed Wesley Jenks to the Conservation-Lake Commission with a term ending June 30, 2020. 
Update on Gas Project
Work is currently being done at Center School to convert the boilers.  Next they will remove the oil tank at Center School and then move on to the Middle School.
Update on Christopher Brook
The final design and approval for all of the pre-casts have been done and they are currently in the process of producing them.
Update on Dispatch

Staff members are working on the final punch list of items that will make the system work the way the first responders would like.  Also, the consultant is looking at alternatives for radio tower use.
Update on 34 Namonee Trail
The closing on the property should occur soon.
Update on Vision Session with Bryant University
Staff members are working on possible dates in the fall.
Update on Paving on Lake Drive
Paving on Lake Drive should occur in the next few weeks.  Following the paving, the road striping will be done.
Update on Radio Tower Work at Town Hall

The work on the radio tower was completed.  There is still some minor tuning to be done that will assist Public Works with their radio communications.
Update on Town Hall/DPW Light Replacement
The Town Hall and Public Works will be undergoing a light replacement project that will change all the lights to energy efficient LED lights.  The work will be paid for from savings on the electric bill.  It is expected that with the payments for work, the Town will still see a lower monthly bill immediately.
Update on DPW Garage Repairs

The insurance company has approved all quotes and the staff is working to mobilize all vendors.  Tests have determined that repairs will need to be made to the concrete where the fire occurred.  The on-call sidewalk vendor will do the concrete work.
The Brownfields Redevelopment Agency expects to award a contract for the 13 Watrous Street STEAP grant project in early August.

Mr. Philhower asked about new expansions of the gas lines and paving on Lake Drive.  Mr. Maniscalco noted that if CNG does additional expansion they are 100% responsible to bring the roads back to the conditions that meet the Road Standards.  Since Lake Drive is going to be repaved soon he is concerned that CNG will come back to do gas line expansions and tear up the newly paved road.  Mr. Philhower is concerned about the road standards compared to the State.  Mr. Maniscalco will look into it.

Mr. Piteo asked about the parking lot at the Library/Senior Center.  Mr. Maniscalco noted there are drainage issues and the parking lot would be re-done after painting, gas work and the roof are done.

Mary Ann Dostaler, 56 William Drive, asked about an update on the Charter Revision Commission.
Ms. Engel noted that the group met on July 20th and will meet again on August 3rd and a Public Hearing will be held on August 17th.  A recommendation may come to the Council on September 13th.  They are still planning for a vote on the November ballot.

Phil Visintainer, 12 Ox Yoke Circle, commented on his time as the Fire Marshal.  He noted that his position was full time and he reported to the Fire Commission and the Town Manager. There were never formal evaluations done. He isn’t sure how the process works with a part time Fire Marshal.
